This is a progress note on Charles Coarsey.

Charles comes in today. He is a 73-year-old male who is coming with symptoms of sinus infection, cough, sinus headache, and drainage.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: He said he was working in the woods two weeks ago, especially on March 8th, 9th and 10th; thereafter, he started having sniffles and it gradually got worse. So last week he took Z-PAK, which he had it from before. He took it on 15th, 16th, 17th, 18th, and 19th. He said he is a little bit better, but still sinuses are painful and he has some drainage and cough.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension and history of BPH.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: A 73-year-old male.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes: Unremarkable.

ENT: Tender sinuses and postnasal drip seen in the throat.

NECK: No lymph node in the neck.
Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Acute sinusitis.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give him Rocephin 1 g IV. We will check CBC and CMP. I gave him Medrol Dosepak.
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
