Thank you for this referral.

The patient was seen today in the office. Records were reviewed. Consultation is as follows.

This 36-year-old male quit smoking three years ago. Prior he smoked about one-third pack E-cigarettes for 15 years. Denies any alcohol except socially. He is here because of abnormal blood test.

The patient says that two weeks ago he had infection with cough and congestion. The patient was seen at Total Mens Clinic on 02/26/22. He was prescribed Augmentin. At that time, the patient also had headaches. The patient also had vertigo. The patient did feel some improvement; however, when the lab came back, it showed lymphocytosis with total WBC count of 6.5 and lymphocyte count of 29% with absolute count 1885. The patient also had CBC which showed one nucleated red cell, so the patient had repeat CBC which was done on March 3, 2022, which showed WBC count of 9.4 with absolute lymphocyte count of 5367. That is the reason the patient is here.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has been fairly healthy. No major illnesses except this recent one. He says that he did take Augmentin for several days and he is feeling better.
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FAMILY HISTORY: The patient’s mother had hypertension. Father did have diabetes.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: This is a 36-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5’10”, weighing 157 pounds, and blood pressure 134/83.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Lymphocytosis, most likely reactive.

2. Recent infection.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point, we will recheck CBC and make sure the WBC count is coming to normal levels. As far as causation, it is I think from recent viral infection and it should gradually resolve. I am not worried about it. I do not suspect any lymphoproliferative disorder. The patient was reassured. Once the repeat CBC comes back, we will get back to the patient, but I think no further workup is required at this point.
