I am dictating this note, to create a document for any future reference by any of the governmental agency or insurance company.
During her visit on 08/11/2021, this patient had told me that she did not wish to continue psychiatric treatment with us, and that she will find another physician. Her reason was that she was unwilling to pay psychiatric fees as her insurance had changed. She stated she was going to find a psychiatrist to accept her insurance.
She had clearly told us that she will not be coming to follow up here because of her financial reasons.
So, in other words, the patient self-discharged herself. She has not communicated since then with us.
Recently, she communicated again.
The patient had also gotten a copy of her records on 08/11/2021.
She recently communicated with us wanting a refill of the medication. I had clearly communicated with the patient in the past, that I will not refill her medication. The patient now tells us that she has decided not to change the doctors. I am not willing to take the patient on again, who has fired me in different way, claiming financial inability, and she has had several months to find another doctor.
I am not able to refill this patient’s prescription because of the above reasons.
It is likely that the patient will complain to governmental agencies, and above is my reply to them.
It was the patient’s decision and not mine to discharge herself from psychiatric care and this is referenced in my note of 08/11/2021.
