Chief Complaints: Doris Fuller is a 19-year-old obese African American female who was brought to the office by her guardian. The guardian Ms. Carolyn Coleman states her mother passed away in 2016 and, since then, Ms. Doris Lee Fuller has been staying with her and she is related to her from the father’s side. Ms. Fuller is here with a chief complaint of learning disability.
History of Present Illness: She states she was born by C-section and finished high school. She finished high school with special education classes. She cannot write properly. She has not learned good math that she cannot handle a checkbook. She cannot count. Basically, she is homebound. The guardian had to fill out the questions, the initial paperwork that we gave to the patient. Ms. Fuller does understand if she is told to do something, but does it in a crooked way. She is able to handle her personal hygiene, but has to be reminded to take a bath, change her clothes. At times, she has problem with urinary incontinence and has to wear some Depends, but does not happen all the time.

Menstrual History: Her periods were not regular. She had oligomenorrhea, but anyway Ms. Carolyn Coleman, the guardian, got her started on Depo-Provera shots. She got the first shot last month.
She has had repeated ear infections and got tubes put in her ears. Last year, Ms. Carolyn Coleman stated her father had problems comprehending things well and had some learning disability and probably Ms. Doris Fuller has inherited from her father. The patient has an older sister who has same father, but a different mother and she is 20 years old and has hydrocephalus and diabetes mellitus. The 20-year-old does not live with Ms. Doris Fuller. She denies any history of seizures. Denies any history of getting pregnant. She was sitting on the chair swinging back and forth and smiling and laughing inappropriately at times.

Past Medical History: No history of diabetes mellitus, hypertension, or asthma.

Medications: Medicines at home none.

Personal History: She does not smoke. She does not drink. She does not do drugs. She is right-handed.

Review of Systems: The patient is able to take care of her personal hygiene, is slow, but cannot count, cannot handle a checkbook and cannot handle the money.
