History: Mr. James Williams was seen today. He was using a walker for ambulation. He sees Dr. Abbey for calluses on the undersurface of his foot and gets them trimmed. He has severe Parkinson’s and uses levodopa/carbidopa combinations and he takes it in a particular dosage, which was noted in the chart. He uses lorazepam for anxiety. Texas PMP was checked. His med list was reconciled. He gets leg edema and low potassium because he takes torsemide and KCl. So, after reconciliation of his medication list, it was decided that we have to check his medicines to be sure that there are no side effects and that potassium is good. He has chronic venous insufficiency, but that seems to be under control. His lorazepam was refilled. He is also ordered labs including A1c. His gait is abnormal and he has still shakes of both upper extremities. He has chronic back pain. He recently had an MRI of his back and they told him that he is not a candidate for surgery. So, at this point, I will do the blood work for medication management. I will see him in the office in a month.
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
