History: Mr. Moody is a 71-year-old white male who is developing severe osteoarthritis affecting his right shoulder, right knee, and right wrist. He is ginger in taking anti-inflammatory; sometimes, he takes it for a week and then does not take it for a whole month. He states the bad weather and cool weather is not good for his joints. He is still working as an electrician for BCA Electric. He states he is not able to climb tall ladders. He states when his joints are too bad he calls his boss and lets him know that he is going to have to take a few days off. There is a strong family history of prostate cancer. We are going to check a PSA. He has generalized arthralgias at other times. He has history of hypertension and depression and the blood pressure is doing well on amlodipine and metoprolol. Overall, he is doing good except for this arthritic pain. He states Tylenol No.3 at least helps him sleep good. I do not suspect him abusing any medicine. I have given him #60 pills, which may last for 3 to 4 months for him, of Tylenol No.3 for pain. I wanted a complete lab on him that includes CBC, CMP, lipid, TSH, PSA, uric acid, sedimentation rate, rheumatoid factor. He is going to get the labs done.
The Patient’s Problems: Mr. Moody’s problems are probably:

1. Acute osteoarthritis.

2. Generalized arthralgias.

3. Family history of prostate cancer.

4. Hypertension.

5. Hyperlipidemia.

6. Major depression, controlled on Paxil.
He is going to have the blood work and see me in two weeks.
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
