Overall, he states he liked the FreeStyle Libre Pro and I have decided to send a prescription and see what his cost will be as of, I also do not know what its cost will be on Taxes A&M Insurance. I will send the prescription and then we will see how he does. So, the patient is going to call his knee doctor’s nurse and tell her about his problem with diabetes and elevated sugars at this time and, if the knee surgeon was concerned about scar healing or healing from inside.
