History: Ms. Balleza was seen about a month ago for cough, fatigue and tiredness and she was given antibiotics and steroids with improvement. After that, she had an episode of gastroenteritis after eating a wrong food and that cleared up completely. She states only thing she has noticed is she has persistent cough, sometimes clear phlegm comes out. I discussed the differential that sometimes that she has had a viral infection she could have persistent dry cough with occasional phlegm or she could have problems with acid reflux that could be giving her this kind of cough. She does not feel weak or tired, but she is concerned about this persistent cough. I decided to put her on doxycycline and 20 mg of steroid for five days and doxycycline for 10 days. I advised her after treatment for five days if she does not make improvement she should see a pulmonologist, but in the meantime I have also ordered a chest x-ray and a sinus x-ray and a complete lab work including CBC, CMP, lipid, TSH and A1c. The patient understands plan of treatment. The patient is not short of breath. She has no chest pain. Her pulse oximetry is good.
Her other chronic medical problems include:

1. History of mantle cell lymphoma.

2. Hypothyroidism.

3. Type II diabetes mellitus.
