HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 15-year-old female presents to the clinic accompanied by her mother. Her mother states that last week, she was bit by a pit bull and states she did immediately go to the HFA Emergency Room and they did used Dermabond to close it. There was no laceration just a deep abrasion on the right eyebrow. Mother states that while taking a shower the Dermabond did come off and she feels like it is still open so she wanted to just get it reassessed. She also states that while the patient was swinging a few days ago, she did try to do a back flip on the swing and she does land on her back. So, she has been complaining of intermittent back pain. She also wants a note for school. So, the patient can wear a beanie or a hat because she did have to have some of her eyebrow shaved due to the traumatic injury.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Discussed with the patient and placed in chart.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Migraines, insomnia, headache, tension headaches, and ADHD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies drugs, ETOH, or smoke. 
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: See HPI.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, appropriate for age, well nourished, and well groomed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 107/68. Heart rate 90. Respiratory rate 16. Temperature 98.3. O2 saturation 99%. She weighs 115 pounds.
HEENT: Mucous membranes are moist. Pupils are PERL.
NECK: Negative JVD. Normal range of motion.
LUNGS: Respirations are even, unlabored. Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x 4.
EXTREMITIES: Normal range of motion. No edema.
NEUROLOGIC: A&O x4. Gait is steady.

SKIN: Warm and dry. There is no rash. However, she does have 0.5 cm ablation right at the right eyebrow and then another small abrasion about the same size 0.5 cm just above that.
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BACK: No erythema or soft tissue swelling. However, the patient does have point tenderness right at the thoracic spine.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 

1. Dog bite.

2. Acute thoracic pain status post fall.

3. Upon assessment, the patient’s wound has already began scabbing and the healing process. So there is no area to use the Dermabond on. However, mother states that when she does get into shower, the wound does open back upside. I did give her package of Steri-Strips and educated her on the proper use. I will go ahead and write her a school note to wear a Beanie for the next two weeks just to cover up that wound and prevent any infection or bacteria getting in and then I will also write her Medrol Dosepak for her back pain.

4. Motrin for antiinflammatory.
5. If the patient has any worsening of symptoms, she is welcome to come back for further evaluation and possible further testing. Mother does agree with this plan of care and she was given an opportunity to ask question, she has none at this time.
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
