Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Shakir states that she has a loss of vision that makes it difficult for her to perform work-related activities. She has a history of keratoconus and states that she has refused eye surgery. She states that she is not able to wear contact lenses because of ocular allergies and she states that she is not able to see well even when she wears her glasses. She states that she had trauma to her left eye approximately 16 years ago and states that the left eye is her worst eye. She does not use eye drops. She does not take systemic medications. She has a history of working as a secretary and states that she cannot perform her activities because of a difficulty reading small print.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/80 on the right side and 20/200 on the left side. This is with a spectacle correction of –14.00 +10.50 x 162 on the right and –20.00 +7.25 x 007 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/70 on the right and 20/400 on the left at 10 inches. The pupils are round and reactive. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 9 on each side. The slit lamp examination shows bilateral corneal thinning, at the apices, with significant irregularities. There are no scars. The fundus examination shows a cup-to-disc ratio of 0.6 on both sides. The view is more distorted on the left side than the right side. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field testing utilizing a 30-2 threshold test with the Humphrey visual field analyzer and a size III stimulus shows approximately 10 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 10 degrees of horizontal field on the left. Of note, the field parameters are poor.

Assessment:
1. Keratoconus.

2. Myopia.

Ms. Shakir has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of keratoconus. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties reading small print and distinguishing between small objects. Her prognosis is poor unless she undergoes corneal transplantation.
