CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for kidney failure, abnormal renal artery scan, and followup for hypertension.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had chronic kidney disease and he has a recent lab test done, all the results are reviewed and discussed with the patient in detail and his creatinine test is stable.
The patient also had arterial Doppler studies of the renal artery bilaterally and he has abnormal blood flow to the left kidney. The patient is scheduled to see interventional radiologist and also nephrologist. The patient described no significant swelling of the legs or shortness of breath.

The patient came today as a followup for hypertension and his fasting glucose is 120‑126 systolic.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss, dizziness, headache, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, abdominal pain, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on carvedilol 12.5 mg one tablet twice a day, the patient is on multivitamins once a day.
The patient is also on pantoprazole 40 mg p.o. daily in a fasting state as per his GI.

ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has two adult children. The patient quit smoking two years ago. Alcohol use is negligible and his diet and exercise are better and he is planning to see a specialist.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
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EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors. Peripheral pulses are bilaterally palpable.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
