CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of both hip pain, followup after orthopedic evaluation, snoring, followup for hypertension, and smoking habits.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her son and he stated that the patient has hip pain both sides and it is worse upon exertion and the patient uses walker and the patient recently had pulmonary consultation and clearance for hip surgery. The patient is undergoing more lung testing, which include pulmonary function test. The patient stated that hip pain level is 8 or 9 and it is worse upon exertion; however, it is relieved after resting.
Son also stated that the patient is smoking one pack of cigarettes per day and the patient is advised to cut down the smoking and started on nicotine patches.

The patient came today as a followup for sleep apnea and she has gone to pulmonary specialist and they are evaluating her for at home CPAP machine.

The patient came today as a followup for hypertension and lately blood pressure has been high.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied severe headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 20 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of hypertension and she is on carvedilol 6.25 mg one tablet twice a day and losartan 50 mg twice a day.
The patient has a history of dry scalp and she is on ketoconazole 2% external cream before shower.
The patient has a history of gastritis and she is on pantoprazole 40 mg once a day for one month.

The patient has severe arthritis of the hip and she is currently taking pantoprazole 40 mg once a day.
ALLERGIES: None.
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PAST HISTORY OF SURGERIES: None recently except the patient has thyroid surgery in 2017.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother has hypertension.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied severe headache, double vision, or chest pain.
The patient is advised to take an appointment with pulmonologist for pulmonary function test and the patient is also referred to smoking cessation program and I had a long discussion with son regarding treatment plan.
