CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for hypertension.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that her blood pressure medication is metoprolol 25 mg twice a day and sometimes systolic blood pressure is more than 150, but the patient does not have any chest pain or shortness of breath.
The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and she is on Tradjenta 5 mg once a day and her fasting blood sugars are stable.
