CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 91-year-old seen in room. She was pleasant and I reviewed labs that were drawn the previous week with her. She is a hemodialysis patient and was awaiting transport. She goes out in the afternoon. I saw her much earlier. The patient is fully cognizant to comprehend labs. So CBC: H&H were 10.0 and 28.5 – both mildly low; however, do not require intervention and not unexpected given her kidney disease. CMP: Her BUN and creatinine are 32.3 and 5.6, calcium 8.2 and alkaline phosphatase 2.13. Reassured her that that would be adjusted during dialysis. Total protein and albumin which she states she also is always interested to know and understands the value of those two labs. Her albumin is WNL at 3.8 and total protein just a 10th point low end of normal at 5.9. She also has hyperlipidemia and is on a statin and actually her TCHOL is 104 and HDL 27. Could not calculate LDL due to her triglycerides which were 405. Assessing for hypothyroidism, her TSH is WNL at 207.
