CC: Quarterly note. 
HPI: An 85-year-old seen in room. She has MCI and is generally cooperative and pleasant today. She seemed annoyed having people coming to her room, did not understand why, but clearly expressed this in an appropriate manner to the DON. I was allowed very quickly to examine her and she really did not make any questions directed toward me or respond to questions I asked. Staff reports that she comes up for activities. There have been no behavioral issues. She did have UA done on 02/21/22 which was positive for Klebsiella and treated with Levaquin. She has had no falls or other acute medical events this quarter. 
DIAGNOSES: MCI, hypothyroid, HTN, spinal stenosis, HLD, atrial fibrillation, MDD, and OAB.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg q.a.m., asa 81 mg q.d., Prozac 40 mg q.d., Lasix 20 mg four days weekly, hydroxyzine 25 mg q.a.m., levothyroxine 50 mcg q.d., lisinopril 2.5 mg b.i.d., Protonix q.d., PEG solution q.d., Refresh eye drops t.i.d., rosuvastatin 50 mg h.s., Systane eye drops h.s., Topamax 25 mg q.a.m. and 50 mg q.p.m. 

ALLERGIES: PCN, SULFA, NEOSPORIN, BACITRACIN, and DIFLUCAN.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: AD. No DNR 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated in room. She appeared agitated, but did allow exam.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 132/65, pulse 65, temperature 98.6, respirations 20, and weight 135 pounds.
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RESPIRATORY: She had a normal respiratory effort and rate. Lung fields clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No M, R, or G.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently. No LEE. Limbs move in a normal range of motion.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Quarterly exam. She made it clear that she was not wanting to be seen and felt we needed to warrant the reasons for seeing her in her room and that was hopefully done to her requirements. She has been stable this quarter. No medication changes and recurrent on annual labs.
