CC: Lab followup.
HPI: A 91-year-old seen in room, reviewed her A1c with her. She is not on medication. This is a followup to ensure that she is doing well without it and her A1c is 5.9. the patient states that she is careful about her diet. The other thing is that she recently had an appointment with the pulmonologist, Dr. Nazir, who followed her for asthma and an x-ray in his office led to diagnosis of a left lung carcinoma. The patient tells me that they discussed options, she decided she wants no treatment, no further investigation to include CAT scan, everything, she is just kind of go on living as though it does not exist and I encouraged her to do just that. She is not symptomatic and we will address things should they occur.
DIAGNOSES: New left lung CA, post DM II treatment, HTN, CAD, HLD, GERD, and OAB.
ALLERGIES: IODINE.
MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg at 5 p.m., Norvasc 10 mg h.s., ASA 81 mg h.s., Os-Cal q.d., Coreg 25 mg b.i.d., Lasix 25 mg q.d., hydralazine 50 mg t.i.d., Claritin q.d., melatonin 10 mg h.s., MVI q.d., omeprazole 20 mg q.d., probiotic q.d., Zocor; we will complete current med supply and then discontinue.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-groomed elderly female sitting on rolling walker in no distress.
RESPIRATORY: She had a normal effort and rate. Lung fields symmetrically clear to bases. No cough/

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Intact radial pulses. No LEE. Gets around in her walker without difficulty.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x 2-3. Speech clear. Appears to have full awareness of this new diagnosis and what her decision is and appears to be at peace about it.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Social. We will contact daughter/POA and discuss the above changes with her regarding the patient.
