CC: Lab review. Complains of sinus infection and requests some medication changes.

HPI: A 59-year-old seen in room. He has expressive aphasia post CVA, so communication is more by gesturing and by his facial expressions. He is still on post COVID supplements that he would like to have discontinued though that is ordered and regarding his sinus issues after my asking questions with him nodding and shaking his head yes and it turns out he has a combination both of sinus drainage that is *__________* is all he can get out and he also has multiple dental caries that he points to. I told him that I can give an antibiotic that will target both issues, but it is going to be important for his family to get him to a dentist to deal with the dental issues. His sister is his POA, it has been difficult getting a hold of her as well as once getting a hold of her getting difficult for her to get her to follow through on what is requested.

DIAGNOSES: CVA late effects of right side hemiplegia, dysphagia, expressive aphasia, asthma / COPD, HLD, depression, HTN, seizure disorder and peripheral neuropathy.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/02/2022 note.

ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 03/02/2022 note.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is sitting quietly and cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 128/68, pulse 68, temperature 96.8, respirations 17, and weight 207 pounds.
HEENT: No frontal or maxillary sinus tenderness to percussion, but pressure to palpation of the maxillary sinuses. No nasal drainage noted. Conjunctiva mildly injected. Oral Cavity: He has teeth missing and dental caries evident with some swelling of his gums.
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NECK: No LAD.

RESPIRATORY: Clear lung fields. Normal respiratory effort and rate. No cough.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He propels his manual wheelchair using his left side.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Sinus infection/dental caries. Augmentin 500/125 mg one tablet q.8h. x7 days and saltwater mouth rinses at least three times a day for the dentition issues and we will speak to staff about having POA contacted for dental appointment.
2. Seizure disorder. Keppra level is 21.1 with 10 to 40 the parameters. He has been seizure-free since admission, no change.
