CC: Bilateral leg pain.

HPI: A 96-year-old seen in room. She tends to do her reading in the dark using a magnifying glass and I told her that we can turn on some lights here. She is pleasant and laughs about it. The patient has advanced dementia. She is attentive, will respond to questions; however, her speech pattern is really quite unusual that is like half words; instead of saying the full word, says part of it and things are intermingled, but she was able to convey the leg pain pointing to it and the area that it hurts. She is receptive to a topical analgesic. Overall, things remain stable.

DIAGNOSES: Chronic bilateral lower extremity pain, non-ambulatory, uses a wheelchair propelled with legs, HTN, CKD, HLD, GERD, Afib and vascular dementia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/02/2022 note.

ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 03/02/2022 note.

DIET: Mechanical soft.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert, pleasant female who appears younger than stated age.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 156/62, pulse 84, temperature 98, respirations 18, O2 sat 94%, and weight 135 pounds.
NEURO: Orientation x1-2, is verbal, manages to get her point across.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Uses legs to propel her manual wheelchair. No LEE. Moves arms in a normal range of motion.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Bilateral leg pain. Icy Hot topical analgesic to be applied a.m. and h.s. to lower extremities and b.i.d. p.r.n.
