MEDICATIONS: Lyrica 25 mg q.d., alprazolam 0.5 mg h.s. p.r.n.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is resting comfortably.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 124/68, pulse 58, temperature 97.2, respirations 18, weight 219.4 pounds and BMI 37.5.
RESPIRATORY: Normal respiratory effort and rate. Lung fields clear. No cough.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.

ABDOMEN: Obese. Bowel sounds hypoactive. Nontender. No distention.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has edema bilateral lower extremities the left greater than right at +2.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x2-3. Speech clear, conveys needs.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Lower extremity edema. Lasix 40 mg q.d.
2. Weight gain. Encourage her to start with just slow monitoring of what she is eating.
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
