CC: Followup on medication adjustments.

HPI: A 70-year-old who has had consistent behavioral issues since here. She is also status post right hip fracture with ORIF on 01/22/2022. She had been on pain medication initially and then it was somehow changed to p.r.n. which she is not capable of remembering to ask for. Suspecting pain was a factor, restarted her Percocet 5 mg a.m. and h.s. and added ABH gel at 9 a.m. and 3 p.m. and that seems to have calmed her down. She appears more comfortable and daughter who was here visiting with her through the afternoon, before she left stated that she felt her mother actually was more lucid than she has seen her in a long time. She has not been around another patient who is also very aggressive.
DIAGNOSES: Frontotemporal dementia with BPSD in the form of aggression, care resistance, and depression.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/02/22.
ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 03/02/22.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Groomed female sitting with daughter, observed that she was quite interactive with her. The patient stayed in that same position with her daughter for at least an hour by my observation.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 133/77, pulse 97, temperature 97.8, respirations 17, O2 sat 96%, and weight 128.8 pounds.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She continues to ambulate independently.

PSYCHIATRIC: She limits her interactions with others, but is appropriate.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. FTD with BPSD appears to have been calmed with ABH gel at the current times of 9 a.m. and 3 p.m. She does have p.r.n. order.

2. Right hip fracture. Oxycodone I am adding a midday dose of the medication as there may be breakthrough at that time. She gets it at 8 a.m. and 8 p.m. but we are adding an afternoon dose around 2 p.m. We will monitor.
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
