CC: Increase in behavioral issues.

HPI: A 73-year-old who has had a change of HH to Angel’s Care as they provide psych nursing and that is per family’s request. Psych nurse did come today to visit. I observed her with the patient. While the patient did not have an outburst, she did not seem particularly forthcoming in interaction. Psych nurse agreed with our plan already in place to get her admitted to Geropsych. Currently Rolling Hills is the preferred facility. However, they have a 20-patient wait list so we will look at what is available within the city starting with Cedar Ridge and then looking to Autumn Life in Edmond. Overall, the patient is sleeping through the night, comes out for meals, consumes the majority of her meal. She is actually fairly independent in her ADLs. However, she still has mixed continence of bowel and bladder and is reluctant to let anyone assist her with her personal care.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: ABH gel 1 mL q.6h. routine and t.i.d. p.r.n., magnesium 400 mg q.d., melatonin 10 mg h.s., and temazepam 7.5 mg h.s.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is groomed, quiet in the day room. She has kept to herself most of the afternoon.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 106/94, pulse 84, temperature 98.1, respirations 17, O2 sat 96%, and weight 152.4 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently, no edema.

NEURO: Orientation x 1 to 2. She speaks just a few words at a time. Appears she has been interrupted and needs to be on her way, but briefly cooperative.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dementia with increase in BPSD. Right now with the current medication, she is more cooperative. We will continue working on getting her into Geropsych Facility. The family has been made aware of this and understand and they are in agreement.
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
