CC: Followup on suture removal.
HPI: A 90-year-old who had a fall in the facility, just got tripped up, was seen in the emergency room. Sutures were placed at the vertex of his head and sutures were removed on 03/11/22. Today, I looked at the laceration. It appears well healed. No drainage, warmth, or tenderness.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 

1. Followup on vertex of head incision status post suture removal, healing appropriately. No other care required except to keep the scalp area clean.

2. Hypoproteinemia. Review of CMP shows an albumin slightly low at 6.0, otherwise WNL. We will supplement with protein shake MWF.

3. Anemia: H&H are 13.3 and 40.7 with normal indices, very mild anemia, does not require treatment. We will follow for now.
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
