CC: Followup on lower extremity edema and lab.
HPI: An 85-year-old who is wheelchair dependent has left-sided hemiplegia secondary to a CVA and developed lower extremity edema. She was on Lasix 40 mg a day on admission, but unable to state how long she had been receiving this medication. I then added a 20 mg dose at 1 p.m. on 03/02/2022. There has been what she thinks a slight improvement, comments her legs have never been that big before. She was in a St. Patrick’s Day activity in good spirits. Staff states that she is compliant and no issues.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia status post right CVA with late effects of left side hemiplegia, incontinence of B&B, gout, and COPD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/02/22.
ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 03/02/22.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient dressed for the holiday, seated in her wheelchair, in good spirits.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 114/60, pulse 56, temperature 97.9, respirations 18, O2 sat 94% and weight 190.6 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has good neck and truncal stability in wheelchair. She can slightly propel it in short spaces, but generally has to be transported. Legs continue with about 2+ edema.

NEURO: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. Orientation x 1. Affect appropriate to situation.

SKIN: Skin has some give. Skin overall is warm, dry and intact with good turgor. No breakdown.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Lower extremity edema continues. No change in diuretic. We will write for Encompass Home Health to follow for compression boots.
