CC: Quarterly note.

HPI: A 74-year-old with advanced Lewy body dementia in bed looks about nonverbal and did not seem in discomfort. I told her that I was seeing her just to check on her and make sure that she was doing okay. She seemed to be relaxed and the exam proceeded.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without M/R/G.

ABDOMEN: Soft and bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

RESPIRATORY: Decreased bibasilar breath sounds, but clear lung feels with a normal rate and effort.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength. She tends to lie in a semi-fetal position, contractures of hips and knees.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with fair turgor.

NEURO: Orientation x1.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Quarterly note. No significant medical events have occurred this quarter. The patient is nonverbal, cooperative to personal care, and medications, which are given crush med order. No changes at this time.
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
