HPI: A 93-year-old with lesion on the right hand fifth digit of a raised white area unknown how long it has been there. The patient denies pain and no evidence of pruritus to the area, also no evidence of bruising or bleeding by looking at it. The patient is also nondiabetic and there have been no other changes and exposures.

DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia, ischemic CVAs, BPSD, HLD, dysphagia, and atrial fibrillation.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged.

ALLERGIES: Unchanged.

CODE STATUS: Remains DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: His right hand fifth digit lateral to the padded finger area there is raised cingulate area that is white to light yellow in color with no evidence of pain or bleeding.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Presumptive fungal growth on finger and nondiabetic. Ketoconazole a.m., 1 p.m., and h.s. to affected area. We will cover for the first week while medications being administered and then leave to air dry and Diflucan 200 mg x1 now and to repeat in 72-hours.
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
