HURTADOSOSA, CELIA

This is a 93-year-old woman who is being admitted to hospice with history of Alzheimer’s dementia. The patient’s records indicate that the patient has lost tremendous amount of weight in the past three months. She is very confused. She is sleeping about 12-16 hours a day or spending time in bed. The patient is ADL dependent with bowel and bladder incontinence. She has a very little appetite. She suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition. She has issues with agitation and behavioral issue most recently, she was started on lorazepam 0.5 mg on as needed basis to help with anxiety and agitation. We will assess the response of this *_________* as well. The patient is not oriented to person, place or time. The patient meets the criteria for end-stage dementia with above-mentioned issues, expected to live less than six months with current diagnosis of dementia. For this reason, the patient is hospice appropriate, will be admitted to hospice for further care and control of symptoms.
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
