BERRY, CHARLES

Mr. Berry is a 70-year-old gentleman with stage IV renal cancer who is being re-certified for hospice at this time. The patient has history of significant weight loss since last recertification of 7 pounds. The patient has nausea, vomiting, protein-calorie malnutrition, KPS score of 40% given severe anemia.

The patient continues to have severe pain requiring pain medication because of lung metastasis and especially bone metastasis with history of COPD. The patient recently was diagnosed with brain metastasis, which is causing the patient to be quite confused and bedbound. The patient now is spending 12-16 hours in bed. The patient’s overall prognosis is poor. The patient requires breathing treatment three to four hours, pain medication around the clock. The patient remains hospice appropriate and expected to live less than six months.
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
