HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 5-year-old boy mother brings him in today due to a cut on the inside of his lip on the right upper lip. Apparently, he was playing yesterday and he was inadvertently doing playtime struck by a small pipe and it went into, pushed the lip against his tooth and caused a slight laceration. Mother is here for evaluation today. She is a bit concerned because it seemed a bit puffy to her through the night. No other issues verbalized. Once again, this happened yesterday. He is not bleeding. It looks well controlled today. If anything, the child is more apprehensive about being seen in doctor’s office than any type of discomfort to that lip.
Other than that, I did take time to do a complete review of systems to make sure all else is well, everything completely within normal limits, completely negative. He is a happy little boy this morning.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, a bit apprehensive about any upcoming procedure. He is easily consoled by his mother. He is not crying. He does allow me to interact with him well and allows me to examine him without any issues.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure not obtained. Pulse 116. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.1. Oxygenation 100% on room air. Current weight 52 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area is clear. Examination of that right-sided inner upper lip does show a small puncture wound/laceration. There is some mild discoloration by slight pustular event, however, very mild. It is slightly puffy. No excessive erythema.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2.
Remainder of exam unremarkable.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Contusion. Puncture wound to the right-sided upper lip inner mucosa.
The patient will be given amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. for 10 days to thwart off any impending infection as there is some white exudate exhibited at that location.
Plan of care is explained to the mother. She will monitor symptoms. Return to clinic if any worsening effect happens.
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
