HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 4-year-old young man here with flu-like symptoms, cough and congestion. He has had these symptoms for the last five days. Mother does not really verbalize any significant fevers that she can remember. She is giving him cetirizine as a cough medicine and control of excessive congestion.
He seems to play well. He has good appetite.
No other issues brought forth.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has had pneumonia in the past. 
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Dental and bilateral ear tubes.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Cetirizine.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative. Lives with mother and father.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Complete review of systems has been done with the mother, completely negative except for what is mentioned above. He maintains his normal bowel and bladder habit as usual. No excessive fatigue.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 94/64. Pulse 94. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.7. Oxygenation 100%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: There is some mild tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area: Mild erythema noted as well. Note: The patient tested positive for influenza type B.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Rate is 94. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu and strep test. He was positive for influenza type B.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Influenza type B and cough. The patient will be given Tamiflu 6 mg/1 mL, 5 mL b.i.d. for five days.
2. Cough. Histex PD 1 mL q.i.d. p.r.n. cough.
Mother will monitor symptoms and return to clinic if not getting any significant improvement. He is to get plenty of fluids and plenty of rest. Once again, all reviewed with the mother.
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
