Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Rageh comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He speaks English and Arabic, but an interpreter is present to help with the translation. Mr. Rageh states that he has poor vision up close when he does not wear his glasses. He has a history of working as a cook, but stopped in April 2021 because of back pain. He states that he has had back surgery and that he is planning to have additional surgery in the near future. He states that his eyes feel dry and that he uses over-the-counter lubricating drops. He has a history of diabetes, but has not received ocular treatments for diabetic eye disease. He states that he does drive a car.
On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/30 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of +1.25 sphere on the right and +1.50 –0.50 x 120 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.25 measures 20/30 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 16 on the right and 14 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. There is no retinopathy. The eyelids show mild chalasis.

Goldmann visual field test utilizing a III4e without correction and with good reliability shows 55 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 25 degrees of horizontal field on the left. With a V4e stimulus, horizontal field measures 70 degrees on the right and 50 degrees on the left.

Assessment:
1. Hyperopia.

2. Presbyopia.

Mr. Rageh has a refractive error that is consistent with a history of difficulties seeing small print without glasses. Fortunately, with a proper pair of glasses, he is able to read small print, distinguish between small objects, and use a computer. As well, he has the visual field to be able to avoid hazards in his environment. His prognosis is good.
