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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1984 in Germany.  The patient was driving.  The patient was driving in his car and he suddenly went off the edge of the road and then he got into a roll over accident.  The patient tells me that the car rolled over, and then he hit the top of the head against the roof and the glass.  The patient tells me that the top of the head was injured.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness for about a minute.  The patient woke up, he was upside down.  The patient had profuse bleeding from the head in the scalp.  The patient went to the emergency room in Germany.  The patient required multiple sutures.

The patient now has weekly headaches.  The patient tells me that his headache is quite consistent.  It is severe.  The patient has trouble with complex instructions.  The patient has loss of concentration.  The patient has loss of focus.  The patient’s memory is poor.  His memory is not as good as previously.  The patient has left ear tinnitus, which is continues.  The patient would have migraines three to four times a year.  The patient also lost work, two to three days.
The patient is currently in IT project manager.  The patient is doing this for the army as a civilian.  The patient tells me that because his concentration problems, he is not getting him complex jobs at work.  The patient tells me that his concentration difficulties and focus difficulties has caused him work performance.  He is not performing at high level because of these symptoms.  The patient is not getting the complex jobs.  The patient’s memory is poor at work.  Sometimes he cannot remember his tasks.  The migraines are also affecting his work.

It is my opinion that he sustained a traumatic brain injury in Germany in 1984.  The patient was driving, the car went off the road, and have rollover accident.  The patient hit the top of the head against roof and the glass.  The patient was bleeding profusely from the scalp.  The patient required sutures in emergency room.  The patient also had immediate loss of consciousness at the time of impact.  The patient woke up above a minute later.  The patient was hanging upside down.
The loss of consciousness, the impact on the head, chronic headaches, loss of concentration and focus, poor memory, these all signs and symptoms suggesting traumatic brain injury.  The patient had sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he did not have any of these symptoms prior to the accident.
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
