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Dear Dr. Pitcher:

I had the pleasure to see Margo today for initial evaluation for bilateral fingers tingling and numbness.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 31-year-old female, with chief complaint of tingling and numbness in the fingers bilaterally.  The patient tells me that she has been having fingers tingling and numbness, for the last few months.  It is progressively getting worse.  Tingling and numbness are worse on the right side than the left side.  She has some weakness in the hands.  She has been dropping things.  She has sometimes difficulty to opening bottles.  Denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, or dysphagia.  The patient tells that her symptoms are progressively getting worse.  She has also wrist pain.  She has wrist pain bilaterally.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY

None.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS
1. Birth control pills.
2. Ambien as needed.
ALLERGIES
No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is married with no children.  The patient is a student.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.
FAMILY HISTORY

There is no family history of similar medical conditions.

NEUROLOGICAL EXAMINATION

SENSORY EXAMINATION:  The patient has decreased sensation to pinprick, to bilateral index finger, middle finger and thumb bilaterally.
IMPRESSION
Bilateral fingers tingling and numbness symptoms.  The patient has found to have decreased sensation to pinprick, to bilateral thumb, index finger, and middle finger.  Suspicious for carpal tunnel syndrome.  All the differential diagnosis also needs to be evaluated would be cervical radiculopathy, ulnar entrapment neuropathy and peripheral neuropathy.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above differential diagnoses.

2. Explained the patient to that I would like to obtain EMG nerve conduction study, to definitively evaluate for compressive neuropathy, carpal tunnel syndrome, ulnar entrapment neuropathy, peripheral neuropathy and median neuropathy.
3. Explained the patient the risk and benefit for the carpal tunnel syndrome.  Explained the patient that the risk would be small amount of discomfort and pain.  It is also going to be needle going through the skin.  Explained the patient that might be bleeding.
4. The patient agrees.  We will schedule and carry out the nerve conduction study.
