LUNGS: Normal percussion note, vesicular breath sounds. No crackles or wheezes.

A:
NIDDM, hypertension, Alzheimer’s dementia, anxiety, hyperlipidemia, and history of old stroke.
P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient was in the hospital for upper GI bleed.  Now he is doing well.  His hemoglobin remains stable.  His color is back to normal.  He should be placed in Assisted Living Facility for safety because of his severe Alzheimer’s dementia and insisting on driving.  He does not take the medications appropriately.  His family also does not know what to do with him because he is very adamant in his own ways.
