CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of snoring, acid reflux, erectile dysfunction, and followup on nicotine dependency, and smoking.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his son for repetition and he stated that the patient has snoring and it is quite loud and the patient is going to be seen by sleep specialist. The patient denied any daytime sleepiness; however, he feels fatigue.
The patient has noticed acid reflux and has noted in the blood in the stools or black color stools. In the past, he has used omeprazole 20 mg with good relief.

The patient stated that he has erectile dysfunction for past several months.
The patient has been smoking four to five cigarettes everyday and he is advised to start nicotine patches and quit completely for which the patient agreed.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever or chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for vitamin D deficiency and he is on vitamin D3 5000 units everyday. The patient is also on low-carb and low-fat diet.
ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he has five children. The patient is currently retired and his alcohol use is none since 2017. No history of substance abuse.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any stridor or lymph node enlargement.
