CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as followup for cough and fever.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had a cough for past three to four days associated with left-sided rib pain until during coughing and the patient then had fever, but his O2 saturation at home was more than 95% at room air. The patient then went to the emergency room. In ER, the patient had an extensive workup done and a chest x-ray which showed pneumonia and the patient was given antibiotic and sent home. Now he started feeling better, but cough is still persistent and the patient is advised to start taking Mucinex DM 600 mg twice a day.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, high fevers, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, or skin rashes.
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
