CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of sinus headache.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had x-ray sinus done recently and it showed chronic sinusitis and the patient stated that the pain is worse upon sneezing or coughing and it is mostly in the right side of the frontal sinus and pain level is 3 or 4 and it is relieved after few hours. The patient had a similar episode few months ago and he took antibiotic with good relief.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever or chills. The patient also denied chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals frontal headache especially on the right side and nasal congestion is not present and oropharyngeal examination is within normal limits.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.
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
