SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 64-year-old gentleman who is presenting to my office to establish me as his nephrologist.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Hypertension for years.

2. Right solitary functioning kidney after left nephrectomy in the 1990 after gunshot wound.

3. Erectile dysfunction.

4. Gallstones.

5. Chronic hepatitis C treated.

6. Hyperlipidemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes exploratory laparotomy after motor vehicle accident and gunshot wound.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies any history of smoking. No alcohol use. No illicit drug use. He is currently on disability. He is single and lives alone. He has no kids of his own.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father is healthy. Mother had emphysema. One sister had a stroke.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and include the following atorvastatin, losartan, hydrochlorothiazide, metoprolol, and multivitamins.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Reveals no headaches. No chest pain. No shortness of breath. No nausea. No vomiting. No abdominal pain. No diarrhea or constipation reported.
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No leg swelling. He has nocturia up to two times at night. Denies any persistent straining on urination. No dribbling. He reports complete bladder emptying. No leg edema. All other systems are reviewed and are negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: As mentioned above.

HEENT: Pupils are round and reactive to light and accommodation. Injective conjunctivae. Nonicteric sclerae. No cervical lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit bilaterally. No jugular venous distention bilaterally. Moist oral mucosa. No pharyngeal erythema noted.

Neck: Supple. No stiffness or rigidity.

Heart: Heart sounds are regular rate and rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No murmurs heard. No friction heard.

Lungs: Clear to auscultation. No crackles or wheezes heard.

Abdomen: Soft. No hepatomegaly. No splenomegaly. No guarding, rebound, or rigidity.

Extremities: He has no edema in the lower extremities.

Skin: No skin rash noted.

Neuro: Nonfocal.

LABORATORY DATA: Investigation none available at this time.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. Right solitary functioning kidney. We are going to assess his kidney function. We will do a workup.

2. Hypertension, currently controlled on current regimen. To continue. He would like to switch losartan to valsartan. We are going to reassess after workup.

3. Hyperlipidemia on atorvastatin.

4. Erectile dysfunction.

5. Asymptomatic cholelithiasis.

6. Chronic hepatitis C treated four years ago.
