PATIENT NAME: Patel, Hemabahen

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came for followup of hyperthyroidism. The patient had nuclear medicine thyroid imaging with uptake on March 17, 2022 at Medical Center Hospital and it showed markedly elevated radioactive iodine uptake with homogeneous distribution of tracer suggestive of Graves’ disease and this patient with hyperthyroidism. Ultrasound of the thyroid gland done same day on March 6, 2022 showed normal size thyroid gland and questionable 2 x 4 x 5 mm nodule in the right lobe and no further evaluation was recommended. We discussed with the patient regarding the options of radioactive iodine therapy, antithyroid drugs, and surgery. The patient prefers antithyroid medications. The patient was started on methimazole 10 mg twice a day. We advised her about side effects of methimazole including agranulocytosis and liver function abnormality. The patient will get CBC, CMP, free T4, and TSH in one week at LabCorp in big spring and after that she will go every two weeks once the test are stable we will reduce the frequency. If methimazole does not work, she will need radioactive iodine therapy. She will be seen again in three months.
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
