PATIENT NAME: Acosta, Bryan

DATE OF SERVICE: 03/24/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen for Wellness Examination. He also complains of sore throat.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 22-year-old Hispanic male patient has not seen any physician for last three or four years. He has history of allergic rhinitis. He complains of sore throat and he wants get blood checked. Sore throat started about five days ago and he went to a minor emergency clinic and he was given one injection of antibiotic and one steroid shot, but he still has some discomfort in the throat.

PAST HISTORY ILLNESS: Allergic rhinitis.

PREVIOUS SURGERY: Removal of wisdom tooth.

MEDICATIONS: Allegra 180 mg daily when needed.

ALLLERGIES: No known allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient smokes electric cigarettes and we advised him to quit it. Alcohol – Patient drinks alcohol occasionally.

FAMILY HISTORY: Grandmother has diabetes mellitus. Grandfather has hypertension.

PLAN: The patient will get CBC, CMP, lipid panel, free T4, TSH, vitamin B12 level, and vitamin D level in a fasting state at CPL Laboratory. Azithromycin 500 mg daily was ordered for five days for acute pharyngitis.
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
