HISTORY: Ms. Mary Price is a 57-year-old young lady here for a followup. She states she was seen yesterday and diagnosed with otitis media, left ear pain and states she was prescribed Augmentin and, after she took the first dose, she had unrelenting diarrhea. She denies blood in her stool. She states she did not take any more and her diarrhea subsided. She is here to discuss her other treatment options for ear infection.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.

Blood pressure 148/88.
Pulse 100.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.

HEENT: Ears: Left Ear: Erythematous external ear canal. TM is just a little dull, but it is not erythematous. No effusion behind TM. No tragal tug. No mastoid tenderness.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Active bowel sounds. No rebound. No guarding. No tenderness to palpation. No Murphy’s sign. No peritoneal signs.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Side effects of medication (Augmentin).

2. Diarrhea.
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The patient indicated that she had only one loose stool today without blood. She was reassured and advised to do a BRAT diet for the next two days. She was sent home with the following medication. Dicyclomine 10 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days, #20. She was educated on the importance of increasing fluids and to avoid sugary beverages, to avoid fatty foods, to avoid dairy products. She states she will comply. She was encouraged BRAT diet with plenty of fluids.

She was given the opportunities to ask questions, she states she has none.
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
