This is a documentation, for future reference. I am concerned that governmental agencies may inquire about it, so I want to paint a picture here as much as I know.
This young man has a history of psychotic behavior. He has been treated with Abilify 15 mg half b.i.d., Artane 5 mg one in the morning and two in the evening, and Ingrezza 40 mg one daily as the last prescription after him being seen as of 02/22/2022. During this time, the patient’s parent was also present on the phone, mother, and her presence was during his call to mother between 3:06 p.m. and 3:09 p.m. on 02/22/2022.
I had told both of them that this patient because of his noncompliance history, might benefit from intramuscular medication management, and also because he frequently stops the care, case management type of care from MHMR can be very helpful. Both of them were interested in that. The patient signed a release of information, for continuity of care to MHMR. Mother had stated that she will be connecting with MHMR.
During the above visit, I had prescribed to him Ingrezza prescription. Apparently, the patient did not fill it. Then, on 02/28/2022, the patient’s mother called asking us why we had not refilled the prescription of Ingrezza. We informed her that the patient was given the prescription, and he may not just have filled it, but it is at that time mother’s tone of voice that concerned us, because she had not even inquired from her son whether he had filled the prescription or not. These kinds of behaviors of the patients sometimes set doctors against the family members and I do not like it.
We had not then heard from the patient. Above behavior also shows a kind of noncompliance that the patient is not informing the parents properly, and that the patient lives here while mother lives in Dallas-Fort Worth area and father lives somewhere else. Mother sort of supervises the patient’s medication taking behaviors etc., by telephone or FaceTime etc.
Then, today on 03/23/2022, I wanted to make sure that the patient had transferred his care appropriately because we had already sent a completed note information to MHMR, and what I was told by mother that the patient was in jail, because of some type of altercation, which I could not exactly understand.
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The patient’s mother stated, that it was MHMR who had not responding to their request, and she is in process of changing caseworker etc.
Of course, as a governmental agency, MHMR may have different rights than I would have as a physician. I have let them know very clearly and the patient has discharged himself by transferring the records out from our office.
Additionally, as this patient is in jail, I will not be refilling the medications, and it should be now done by MHMR.
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
