The patient comes in with chief complaints of stomachache, cough, fever, and decreased appetite for the past three days.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Complains of temperature of 100.5 with cough, congestion, and sore throat for the past two days with decreased appetite, 100.4 reported.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of seasonal allergies.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None. 
ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father with history of allergies.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history with allergies. She takes Zyrtec and Allegra for children.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: No abnormalities with pharyngeal edema. Neck: Slight adenopathy without tenderness. Respiratory: Lungs clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Diffuse tenderness without guarding of 1+. Extremities: Negative for discoloration or tenderness with restricted range of motion. Skin: Negative for rashes or lesions. Neurological: Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits noted. Neuro at baseline.

The patient had flu and strep tests done with findings of positive type A flu.
DIAGNOSES: Flu with pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient is given a prescription for Tamiflu, to be off school for the next few days and to follow up as needed.
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
