PRESENT ILLNESS: No complaints. Laceration doing well. Protected at work.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hyperlipidemia, cardiac stent, and hypertension.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Stent with placement.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart with multiple medicines.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Noncontributory. Neck: Negative. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Negative. Back: Negative. Skin: No abnormalities other than healing flap type laceration to right thumb. Sutures were removed. Steri-Strips were applied.
