The patient is seen today with complaints of headache, dizziness, stomach pain or belly pain and infrequent period cycle per mother.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Complains of diarrhea three to four times a day off and on in the past week and also complains of headaches in the right temple area for the past two months lasting for a few seconds. Denies stress other than stress at school preparing for exams. She states that she does well at school.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No know allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Negative. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Without tenderness or guarding. Extremities: Negative for cyanosis or discoloration. Skin: Negative for rashes or lesions. Neurological: No motor or sensory deficits noted. Cranial nerves II through X are intact. Neuro at baseline.

IMPRESSION: Irritable bowel syndrome and tension headaches.

PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for Bentyl to take p.r.n. and advised to obtain stool specimen for further evaluation if it continues. The patient was advised to follow up with pediatrician as needed for further evaluation.
