The patient presents with history of sore throat, nausea and dizziness for the past day.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Scratchy throat, nausea with dizziness for the past day described as mild.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seizures, hyperthyroidism, and CVA.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Brain surgery.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See list in chart.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past history as above with history of increased creatinine with kidney evaluation by nephrologist several years ago without additional treatment, history of asthma, hypertension, cardiovascular disease, fibromyalgia, chronic arthritic pain, GERD, migraines, anxiety, replacement of right knee with probable replacement of left knee in the future.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits.

The patient had last lab work in February that showed slightly elevated uric acid 7.7 without history of gout, TSH was low at 0.09, vitamin D 38, creatinine 1.18, triglycerides 275 with LDL of 107, and GFR 47.
The patient had flu and strep tests because of history in the family which were both negative.
DIAGNOSES: The patient diagnosed with viral syndrome and rhinitis.
PLAN: The patient was given Rx for Zofran for nausea with history of sensitive stomach and Z-PAK to take with followup for routine visit.
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
