LUCKETT, ADELL

It is time for recertification for this 98-year-old woman with history of Alzheimer’s dementia.

Ms. Luckett was placed on hospice because of Alzheimer’s dementia with comorbidities of depression, diabetes, behavioral issues, constipation as well as weight loss and severe neuropathy.

Since her admission, she has lost significant amount of weight; 5 pounds just in the last week to 10 days. She continues to be total ADL dependent. She is no longer able to sit in a wheelchair. She requires 24-hour a day care. She has severe sundowner’s syndrome. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She is no longer able to get into the wheelchair. She is in bed all the time. Her KPS score has fallen down to 30% with an FAST of 7C. The patient requires position changes every two hours to reduce the chance of developing pressure ulcers and aspiration. The patient is eating very little with minimal appetite. The patient is not expected to live more than few more weeks, hence remains hospice appropriate with most likely less than 6 months to live given her diagnosis and changes since last certification as was delineated above.
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
