VASQUEZ, MARIA

This 63-year-old woman is being recertified for hospice with terminal diagnosis of breast cancer. The patient has a history of chronic kidney disease associated with acute renal failure causing nausea, vomiting, and decreased appetite. Since last certification, the patient has lost 3 pounds. She also suffers from heart failure, protein-calorie malnutrition, totally bed bound, and KPS score of 30%. She requires 24-hour care at home. She requires pain control. The patient is also depressed, forgetful and agitated and remains in pain. She is sleeping/staying in bed 16-18 hours a day now, which has worsened since admission. The patient has local metastasis causing redness, inflammation and drainage about the breast with increased pain. The patient is anorexic with weight loss as was mentioned and very little appetite. The patient is now total ADL dependent and wears a dipper because of bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient remains terminal with the hospice diagnosis of breast cancer and most likely less than six months to live.
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
