The patient is seen for followup on Workmen’s Comp injury.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Followup of assault in class by a student. Continued pain in nose and right jaw.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes, depression and anxiety, anemia, attention deficit disorder, and cyst of breast.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Post tubal.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: As listed in chart.

ALLERGIES: No know allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past history record reviewed.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Steri-Strips nasal bridge with diffuse perinasal tenderness extending up into intraorbital and inferior forehead. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Without abnormality. Skin: Negative for lesions or discoloration. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsych: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits noted. Mood and affect without disturbance.

DIAGNOSES: Assault with multiple contusions, nasal fracture and contusion, right jaw with resolution.

PLAN: The patient had Steri-Strips removed from superficial laceration to nose. Advised to continue light duty. The patient was advised to continue to work in light skills with no aggressive students and to follow up in two weeks.
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
