CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with complaints of poison ivy left arm for about a week.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Poison ivy left elbow x 5 days, using topical lidocaine with limited benefit.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Anxiety and depression.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy, knee repair x 3, and back x 2.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See current list.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN, SULFA and IODINE.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Skin: Negative for erythema or rashes. Evident inflammation elbow region left popliteal area measuring 6 cm with maculopapular eruption with some vesicle formation. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Tympanic membranes clear. Pupils are reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles intact. Funduscopic benign. Nasal and oral mucosa without inflamamtion. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsych: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficit. Mood and affect within normal limits without disturbance.

DIAGNOSIS: Contact dermatitis with history of reaction to poison ivy with history of exposure.

PLAN: The patient is given Decadron 8 mg IM and Rx for Medrol. Follow up with family doctor or here as needed.
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
