CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of bilateral ear pain and discharge going now for one day.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Congestion bilateral ears for one day, hearing without distress, history of recurrent ear infections with scheduled tubes on April 5th.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Slight temperature 99.4. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Tympanic membranes appear clear to me. Pupils are equal and reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles are intact. Funduscopic benign. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation, with slight erythema to pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs. Abdomen: Soft without tenderness or organomegaly. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Negative for rash or discoloration. Neuro: No motor or sensory deficits noted. Cranial nerves II through X intact. Neuro at baseline.

Strep screen was obtained, showed no abnormality.
DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection with history of recurrent otitis media.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Zithromax. Advised to follow up with ENT and pediatrician as planned.
